A total of 1,495 students received degrees at the convocation while two students were given gold
medals for their outstanding performances.

The President said the university is a 'gateway to the greater kingdom of knowledge', rather than
a place to cut good figures in examinations following a restricted curriculum. "I believe,
universities of the country would be able to unveil the door of knowledge among the students
through real higher education, relentless practice of knowledge, research and creative activities.
